Third and fourth year students should also review the documents under their corresponding sections prior to your first day. For students starting Month 2, you should report to the Medical Service Office at 8:00 am on the first day. To get to the Medical Service Office, take the main set of elevators off the atrium to the 4th floor, make a right and the office will be on your right, just after the restrooms and across from the auditorium.
